4 Levels of Questions

Level 4 Tasks (Metacognition): Require a person to be keenly aware of how they best, as an individual, learn and process information. They know what steps they must personally take to learn what is required. Once that knowledge is learned, they may then synthesize all of the material and create a new concept, resource, idea, materials, presentation, invention etc. with the new knowledge. Example: “How would you go about teaching yourself to use MySpace, and what addition/change/innovation would you add to MySpace?”

Level 3 Questions: Refer to the overall impact, significance, change, importance, of an issue. Example: “How has MySpace changed how people communicate the last five years?”

Level 2 Questions: Require an individual to make a judgment, form an opinion, and explore their own values about an issue. Example: “Do you think MySpace is a problem or a benefit?” 

Level 1 Questions: Require an individual to recite specific, facts, details, bits of information about an issue. Example: “What is MySpace? What is the web address of MySpace?”
